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After the betrayal of Jesus by Judas Iscariot, the apostles brought their number
back to twelve by choosing Matthias to replace him. He was chosen by lot from
amongst the disciples. The point of being chosen by lot, rather than by some
democratic method, indicated the election or choosing by God, rather than by
mortals.
