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The name comes from the Greek pentekoste, (meaning fiftieth’) and is celebrated
on the 50th day after Easter. It is the birth-day of the Christian church and the
start of the church's mission to the world. The symbols of Pentecost — including
the dove, flames, wind, the breath of God - can be seen in abundance in our
Cathedral and the building is dedicated to God the Holy Spirit.

All who are communicants are welcome to receive the bread and wine. There is
no obligation to drink from the common cup. However, please do not dip your
wafer in the wine. If you would prefer to receive a blessing, please keep your
hands at your sides. Gluten-free bread is available.
